	Convenience stores
	Small retail food store, with extended opening hours, that stocks food products that generally includes snacks and/or a limited range of household goods

	Fast food restaurants
	Fast food chains and locally owned fast food restaurants with a minimal service. Provision of standardized foods and/or partially prepared foods (mainly deep-fried foods) that are supplied few minutes after ordering
